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SUMMARY 

Andalusia is an autonomous community of Spain. It is the most populous and the 
second largest, in terms of land area, of the seventeen autonomous communities of 
the Kingdom of Spain. The capital and largest city is Seville. 

The density average in Andalusia is similar than the rest of Spain, but considerably low, 
if it is compared to the communitarian average. This aspect emphasizes the great 
importance of rural areas in Andalusia. The number of inhabitants per Km2 is the 
highest, generally, in the Valley of the Guadalquivir. This is the most of the fruitful 
area in the Spain and the main areas of economics within the region. 

The active population amounts to 3,590,200 people. The 87.8% are employed and 
12.2% unemployed. Andalusia has the second highest unemployment region in 
Spain. The employment market in Andalusia is better for men than for women. 
Women accounts for 57% of total unemployment and only 37.3% of total 
employment.  

In recent years there has been a significant increase in the number of immigrant 
workers, particularly from the Maghreb, sub-Saharan Africa and more recently, 
Eastern Europe. 

The economic sector with the highest recruitment levels is the service sector, followed 
by agriculture, construction and industry. The service sector also produces the 
highest percentage of permanent contracts. 

Andalusia is traditionally an agricultural area, but the service sector, and particularly 
tourism, retail and transport, now predominates. The construction sector, now

Agriculture sector in Andalusia produces less than the 6% of GDP and 7% of 
employment. The average per-capita income in the rural areas amounts to about 
6,600 euro. By contrast in the urban areas the average account for 18,600 euro. In 
addition, rural areas in coastal provinces are not dependent on agriculture due to 
the pressure of tourism and secondary residences. The exception is the case of 
Almeria where greenhouses conflict with development of tourism.  

About the farm size, there is the classical dualism between number of farmer and farm 
size. The 60% of farmer covers the smallest part of farmland (7.5%).  

Regard to CAP payments (2003 reform), in Spain due to the possible abandonment of 
agricultural activities and to facilitate the transition towards the new aid system, 
the partial uncoupled payment was applied.   

 
In these conditions part of the aid is paid to the farmer as single payment and another 

as coupled payment. Further the coupled payments are perceived only if the 
cropping activities are maintained.

The labour market balance was quite positive in 2006, with an increase in the active 

and employed population and a drop in unemployment. Although recruitment 
fluctuates greatly in this region, the percentage of permanent jobs increased 
significantly last year, particularly in the construction sector.  

Most jobs in this region are low-skilled.  
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One particular feature of Andalusia is that its fabric of enterprises is largely made up of 
small undertakings employing between one and nine people, who account for 
85.8% of the total; only 0.1% have more than 500 employees, and most of these are 
in Malaga, Seville and Cadiz.  

The active population amounts to 3,590,200 people, 87.8% are employed and 12.2% 
unemployed. Andalusia has the second highest unemployment of any region in 
Spain.

The CAP reform in 2003 offered for such European member the possibility to select the 
modality of application. Spain due to the possible abandonment of agricultural 
activities and to facilitate the transition towards the new system of aid, applied a 
partial uncoupled payment.   

 
In these conditions part of the aid is paid to the farmer as single payment and another 

as coupled payment. Further the coupled payments are perceived only if the 
cropping activities are maintained. This type of coupled payments includes three 
fundamental types of aid:
