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1 IDENTIFICATION AND DESCRIPTION OF STUDY AREA
(NUTS 2 LEVEL)

Midi-Pyrénées, located in the south-western part of France is the largest NUTS2
region of France, covering about 8% of the national territory (
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Figure 1). The region has a very varied relief consisting of plains, hills and mountains of
differing height. With its 8 NUTS3 regions, Midi-Pyrénées is bounded by two
mountainous massifs: Massif Central in the north-eastern part, and Pyrénées in its
southern part (making a natural border with Spain). Between these areas, on either
side of the Garonne River valley, the only real plains in the region lay. Equally distant
from the Mediterranean Sea and the Atlantic Ocean, Midi-t & NB ycEnfata @
characterised by hot, dry summers with temperatures among the highest in France,
and by mild winters, except on the uplands.

Given its geographical features the region is sparsely inhabited and the population
not evenly distributed. The only major city of the region, Toulouse (the NUTS2 capital
city), and its conurbation have a population of more than 750,000 inhabitants. The
rapid development of the Toulouse conurbation, where 30% of the population of the
region lives, gives a very lively and modern picture of the Midi-Pyrénées region. But
the region also has vast rural areas with a sparse, ageing population, and traditional
and limited economic activity.

Agriculture is very important, with production equally divided between livestock and
crops. Livestock is mainly in the foothills of the Massif Central and the Pyrénées, and
crops in the plains (Figure 2). Midi-Pyrénées has the largest herd of sheep in France.
Most of the fruit production (plums, apples, peaches) is concentrated in the north-
western part of the region, along the Garonne River valley. Some high-quality products
contribute to the renown of local agriculture: Roquefort cheese; Armagnac brandy;

1.4.1 Single Farm Payment (SFP)

On the whole French metropolitan (excluding overseas territories), the same Single
Payment Scheme is applied.
- Historical model with the reference period 2000-2002 (farmers are thus the
owners of SFPs)
- With partial coupling, at the maximum rates:
25% for arable crops
100% for slaughter of calf and for suckler cows
40% for slaughter of cows, bulls, heifers
50% for sheep
- Implemented in 2006
- Modulation for farms with support greater than 5,000 euros; 5% rate since 2007
and onwards

1.4.3 Cross compliance

From 1 January 2005 onwards, farmers in receipt of CAP direct payments are
required to respect a set of statutory management requirements (SMRs), to meet
minimum requirements of good agricultural and environmental conditions (GAECs),
and to keep the share of permanent grasslands as it was in 2003. Cross-compliance
prescriptions are to be applied on the whole farm (and not only on the subsidised
activities/hectares). Initiated for beneficiaries of the First Pillar, they wer extended in
January 2007 to farms receiving payments with regard to 8 measurea  dzy RS NJ
the Second Pillar (in particular grassland premium, local agro-environmental schemes
(AESs), rotational measure, and conversion to organic farming measure). In France the
choice was made to progressively enforce the cross-compliance over three years (from
2005 to 2007). Cross-compliance concerns the following topics:

* SMRs (Statutory Management Requirements):

These are already-existing EC regulations (19 in total), that are implemented within the
French law, in the areas of environment (5 regulations), livestock tagging (4
regulations), public health and food safety (4 regulations), animal health (3
regulations) and animal welfare (3 regulations).

* GAECs (Good Agricultural and Environmental Conditions)

These aim at protecting non-cultivated lands from soil erosion, deterioration of soil
structure and worsening of soil organic matter.

* Protection of permanent pastures

This requirement implies that land that was under permanent pasture in 2003 is
maintained under permanent pasture. Indeed, the national ratio under permanent
grassland should remain stable, or at least not lower than the ratio as of 2003 (a 10%
variation is nonetheless tolerated).

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1.4.4 Rural development plan (RDP)

The regional RDP is adapted from the National RDP and applied at the NUTS2 level.
Based on a regional diagnosis, the main priorities in Midi-Pyrénées addressed through
the regional programming document are:

* For Axis 1:

- Stimulation of the agricultural sector (upstream and downstream), targeted at

farms' competitiveness, agri-food processing activity and product quality.

- Mechanisation of the forestry sector.

* For Axis 2:

- Improvement of water quality in compliance with the Water Framework Directive.

- Protection and maintenance of the regional biodiversity, within the Natura 2000

framework.

- Promoting more environment-friendly agricultural practices (reduction of inputs,

promotion of organic farming).
* For Axis 3:

- Enhancement and promotion of services offered to the rural population (health

services, local economy, small enterprises, etc).

- Enhancement of tourism services.

- Promotion and enhancement of local governance as regards local development

and natural heritage management.

Based on previous RD programming experience and lessons (2000-2006 period), a
specific attention is paid at:

- Improving the synergies that may exist between various policy tools targeting

similar objectives (local development activities, territories, etc).

- Enhancing and promoting bottom-up approaches.

- Improving the communication between local actors, and between local and

national actors.

- Simplifying the RDP implementation.

- Enhancing zoning issues (in terms of beneficiaries, environment-sensitive areas,

etc) of the programme.

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2 IDENTIFICATION AND DESCRIPTION OF STUDY AREA
(NUTS 3 LEVEL); "HAUTE-GARONNE"

Part of Midi-Pyrénées NUTS2 region, the NUTS3 region Haute-Garonne presents
very heterogeneous features and is crossed by the fourth longest French River (i.e.
Garonne). Haute-Garonne hosts some 40% of the overall NUTS2 population and most
of its employment, thanks to Toulouse which is the fourth biggest town in France. The
southern part is quite rural, while near Toulouse and up North, the area can be
considered as urban or semi-urban (70% of the regional population live in that part of
the region). Although some parts of the mountainous areas present less than 10
inhabitants/km?, the region as a whole is quite densely populated (more than 180
inhabintants/km?).

As regards natural conditions, the southern part of the region is part of the Pyrénées
Mountains, with the regional highest point towering 3,222 m above sea-level. That
part of Haute-Garonne is pretty much oriented towards tourist activities (skiing in
winter; trekking, hiking, and rock climbing in summer), with agricultural activities
oriented towards livestock breeding (sheep/goat) and scarce field cropping. Then
comes a hilly-part, and finally the north of the region is occupied by vast plains that are
bordered on their eastern and western by hills. The plains are suitable for cereal
production among which a big part is devoted to irrigated maize cultivation.

Although the agri-food processing plants are not numerous in the region, the added-
value of agricultural products is safe-guarded thanks to quality labels and valuable
productions (e.g. wine, fruits, cheese, etc). The biggest part of the regional economy
comes from the aerospace sector, as the region hosts, among other, the national
centre for space studies and the Airbus aircraft factory. Toulouse area thus attracts
more and more people, and suburban towns' population increases.
